World Zoonoses Day Celebrated with Enthusiasm at LUVAS: A Call for Vigilance and One Health Awareness

The event featured a quiz competition that saw enthusiastic participation from both undergraduate and postgraduate students. Participants demonstrated their knowledge on zoonoses, epidemiology, and public health, creating a vibrant atmosphere of learning and competition.

Highlighting the event were two impactful lectures by esteemed experts in the field. Dr. Renu Gupta, Senior Disease Investigation Officer, captivated the audience with her detailed talk on the “Handling and Management of Zoonotic Disease Outbreaks.” She emphasized the importance of timely disease detection, coordinated response mechanisms, and intersectoral collaboration during outbreaks.

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LUVAS Hosts National Workshop on Chromatographic Techniques for Food and Environmental Analysis
The Department of Veterinary Public Health and Epidemiology at LUVAS successfully conducted a three-day National Workshop titled “Application of Chromatographic Methods for Analysis of Food and Environmental Samples” from 5th to 7th March 2024. The workshop aimed to equip participants with hands-on exposure and theoretical insights into advanced chromatographic techniques pivotal in food safety and environmental monitoring.

A total of 20 participants, including 4 faculty members from LUVAS and 16 postgraduate students from reputed institutions such as LUVAS, Guru Jambheshwar University (GJU), and CCS Haryana Agricultural University (CCSHAU), took part in this intensive learning experience.

Throughout the sessions, participants were introduced to the principles and practical applications of chromatographic methods such as HPLC and GC, commonly used in detecting contaminants and residues in complex matrices. The interactive sessions, live demonstrations, and expert-guided lab work enriched the attendees’ understanding of analytical protocols and quality assurance.

Participants expressed high levels of satisfaction and appreciation for the workshop’s structure, content, and resource persons. Many highlighted how the training helped them gain new perspectives and technical skills in chromatographic analysis, which are increasingly essential in research and regulatory fields.

Hisar, December 8, 2023 — The Department of Veterinary Public Health and Epidemiology at LUVAS successfully organized the XIXth Annual Conference of the Indian Association of Veterinary Public Health Specialists (IAVPHS) along with a National Symposium on the theme “Promotion of One Health: Opportunities, Challenges and Solutions” on 7th and 8th December 2023 at the university campus in Hisar, Haryana.

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LUVAS Observes Antibiotic Awareness Week with FAO-India Collaborative Workshop
